	OFFICE/POLICE MOVE TO PARADE – Cllr Ragdale explained to the Council that he had been approached by residents asking if the Parish Office was moving to the Parade incorporating a Police Office as premises on the Parade were becoming available at the end of October. He had informed these residents that it stated in the Parish Plan that the Parish Office may move to the library if it was extended.  He felt that as it had been reported in the Press about the move and with a vacancy in the Parade it was time to air all views.  He continued to give advantages of Police presence on the Parade that would be helpful as their shifts finished at 10pm.  The disadvantages were that the Clerk would have a constant flow of people in and out of her office and also the rental would be approximately £5,500 per annum.  Cllr Ragdale told the Council that he had read that there were plans for various “satellite police base(s)” around the Shrewsbury area and Bayston Hill was not included and wanted to know why.

	Cllr Clarke reported that Shropshire County Council was now considering provision for the Parish Office in the local library, if their plans to extend the existing building are progressed.  This seems to depend on the Library service funding alternative site to garage their mobile vans and funding being made available to redesign the building.  The County Council policy is to try and develop their libraries into multi use “community venues” where appropriate.  Cllr Clarke added that if library space was provided for the Parish Office the possibility of rent would need to be considered.  He will endeavour to keep the Parish Council informed of any progress.
